RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR THE USE OF FAMILY SITES

1.)   Family Site Users are to confine their activities to the family site area. The rest of the camp is out of bounds during the summer session.

2.)   The Director will be notified prior to Users having guests. Users are responsible for any guests. All guests will be made aware of   rules and regulations by the User. Users must be on site if guests are staying overnight. 
3.)   All access roads must be left open. Parking of ALL vehicles will be in designated areas only.

4.)   All campfires will be contained to the prepared locations at each site. Fires must be properly extinguished each night or when leaving the site. Fire bans and restrictions must be followed. The use of propane barbeques is allowed (at Users expense).

5.)   No waste water will be dumped at the sites. Sinks are available at the common washroom/utility building. Dumping of waste water is illegal, and may result in fines or closure of sites. Any RV gray/black water must be disposed of at proper stations (not on site).
6.)   All noise must be kept to a minimum after 11 p.m.

7.)   Boats are to be used in a safe and responsible manner. 

8.)   Jet-Skis are not permitted at the camp.

9.)   Site Users are responsible for keeping the common washrooms and area clean. Supplies will be provided by the Camp. A roster will be drawn up and posted so that work is shared equally among Site Users.

10.)   Be considerate and responsible with alcohol consumption.

11.)   All flammable materials (liquids, gases etc.) will be properly stored at all times, and removed from the premises at the end of the season.

12.)   There is no Lifeguard on duty. Parents must supervise their children on the waterfront at ALL times.
13.)   Pets must be leashed/contained at all times. Owners must clean up droppings.

14.)   Garbage is to be placed in containers by washrooms. All containers will be emptied daily. The waste is to be put in the rental bin adjacent to the main parking lot. This is the responsibility of the Users, and is to be part of the roster developed as a group.

15.) Regular clean-up and maintenance of the wharfs, buildings and sites is the responsibility of the Users. Any alteration of the site, buildings or wharfs will be done only with permission of the Association. All costs involved will be at the Users expense. These costs will not be reimbursed by the Association, or any of its members or employees.
16.) All personal belongings will be removed at the end of each season. There will be no storage of personal belongings during the off-season. Anything left on site for more than 30 days after the end of the camping season will be considered abandoned, and become property of the Association without further obligations of the Association to the former tenant.
17.) Users will provide their own locks for the cabins only during the camping season. A copy of each key will be left with the Director. These locks will be removed at the end of each season, and replaced with camp locks.

Occasions may arise when a Camp representative needs to have access to the cabins during the camping season. Users will be given notice prior to entering the cabin(s) on any such occasions.
18.) Site inspections will be conducted twice each season. Users will be given notice prior to each inspection through postings on the common (washroom/shower) building.
 19.)   Any alterations made to the site without Board approval will result in the following actions: 1) The User(s) will be given a specified number of days to correct the default/alteration. 2)  The User(s) contract will be terminated.

* The Association reserves the right to terminate any agreement in the event that any of the above Rules and Regulations are broken.
These rules and regulations are subject to change upon consideration by the Board of Directors. Users will be given notice of any changes made.
